Bitcoin, Litecoin, Ether, IOTA, Monero, ... the list of
virtual currencies appearing in the financial columns
steadily expands. These currencies, held in a digital
wallet, not only offer the same utility as legal tender

or feed e-commerce, but are also used for speculative
investments. Their lack of legal status has facilitated
abuse which is regularly reported in the press.

Yet, they have become commonplace and can no longer
be ignored by governments, central banks, or private
actors active in the financial markets.

At the boundaries of these virtual currencies, we are
also witnessing a new boom in local currencies whose
origins go back to the 1929 financial crisis.

Their purpose is quite different, as they are
complementary currencies, aiming to favour the local
economy and short production- and supply chains and
attract and bind citizens without speculative intentions.

The principal aim of this international conference
on “Currencies” is to set out the current legal
considerations around money. The reflections will
focus on the legal notion of money as legal tender
and its alternatives, local currencies and crypto-
currencies, as well on its cultural dimension.

We will also look at the economic aspects and
techniques for creating crypto-currencies as these
are essential elements on which the participants’ legal
reflexions are based.
